TAMARIX QUARANTINE

On this /j/3 /~ day of 'iP~f..C7/U , 2006 the Secretary of the Kansas
Department of Agriculture, pursuant to authOlity authorized by KS.A. 2-2117, hereby
determines that quarantine action is necessary to prevent the further introduction of Ta71wrix spp.
into the State of Kansas and also the further spread of Tamarix ssp. within the State of Kansas.

The Secretary does hereby make the following findings relevant to this plant:

WHEREAS, the Kansas Department of Agriculture has determined that Tamarix spp. are
plant pests as defined in KS.A. 2-2113;

WHEREAS, the Kansas Department of Agriculture has located established non-cultivated
populations of Tal11.arixspp. in Kansas;

WHEREAS, Tamarix spp. may reproduce, survive, and spread in Kansas.

WHEREAS, Tamarix spp. is known to deplete certain water resources in Kansas;

WHEREAS, Tamarix spp is a tenestrial plant believed to have innate tendencies for
invasiveness which requires that an exterior and interior quarantine of Tamarix spp. be
established in the State of Kansas;

WHEREAS, pubJic agencies and private landowners are committing resources to control
populations of Tamarix spp. in Kansas.

. THE SECRETARY DOES THEREFORE ORDER THAT:

In order to prevent, retard, suppress, and control the spread of Tanwrix spp in the Kansas,
the movement of Tamarix spp into the State of Kansas from any other state of the United States
by any person is forbidden. Further, the movement of Ta711.arixspp.within the State of Kansas
by any person is prohibited unless authorized as a control measure by the Secretary of
Agriculture.

DEFINITIONS

This quarantine shall apply to any "person" as defined by KS.A. 2-2113, and all other
Lermsused within this quarantine shall have the meanings as defined or established in KS.A. 2-
2113 ('1 seC]. as amended and supplemented.
